SPRINGTOWN ALKALI SINK PRESERVE: IDENTIFICATION

OF WATERS OF THE U.S.

— Alameda County, California
The Springtown Alkali Sink Preserve is an approximately 269-acre
parcel owned by the City of Livermore. This ecologically significant
area supports numerous federal and state listed plants and wildlife and
is intended to be preserved and enhanced as habitat for these species.
As part of the restoration planning effort, H. T. Harvey & Associates
biologists surveyed the preserve for areas which meet the regulatory
jurisdiction of Waters of the United States (jurisdictional waters)
during April of 1999, and February through March 2000. The extent
and distribution of wetlands were surveyed using GPS technology.
Jurisdictional waters on site totaled approximately 27.10 acres of
wetlands. That delineation was verified by the U.S. Army Corp of
Engineers, but the project is on hold.

HAYSTACK/BURNS RESERVOIR, IDENTIFICATION OF WATERS OF
THE U.S. —Merced County

Burns Reservoir is an existing flood control facility constructed and
operated by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Sacramento District.
The Corps proposes to increase the capacity of that reservoir to 625
acres, and construct a new 1,375-acre facility called the Haystack
Reservoir. As a first step toward determining potential impacts to
existing Corps jurisdiction at these
reservoirs, H. T. Havey &
Associates’ biologists surveyed the
Haystack Reservoir site, and the
existing Burns Reservoir and
Haystack-Burns Connector Road
for areas that meet the regulatory
definition of Waters of the United
States (jurisdictional waters) during
May through October of 2000.
Jurisdictional waters on site totaled
approximately 335.24 acres
including wetlands (verna poals,
wetland swales, verna pool/wetland
swale complex and wetlands along
tributary waters), tributary waters
and other waters.

ARDENWOOD 2000 Site IDENTIFICATION OF WATERS OF

THE U.S. —Alameda County
The Ardenwood 2000 project is on a427-acre site located in Fremont,
Cdlifornia in western Alameda County. We surveyed the project site
for areas meeting the criteria for jurisdictional waters under the 1987
National Food Security Act manual. We generated a map from field
surveys and aerial photo interpretation identifying areas meeting the
criteria for jurisdictional waters. We produced a technical report in
support of this evidence. The areas meeting the criteria for
jurisdictional wetlands occupied 26.07 acres of the project area. This
work has been done at alevel of detail sufficient to permit verification
by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

FRESNO DRAINAGE AREA “BY” IDENTIFICATION OF THE

WATERS OF THE U.S. —Fresno County.
The Fresno Metropolitan Flood Control District’s Storm Drainage and
Flood Control Master Plan Drainage Area “BY” encompasses
approximately 3,040 acres along the eastern edge of the San Joagquin
Valey in Fresno County, California. The District identified 40
proposed drainage facilities to be constructed in Drainage Area“BY.”
We surveyed locations where the proposed drainage facilities will be
constructed to delineate areas that meet the regulatory definition of
Waters of the U.S., subject to provisions of Section 404 of the Clean
Weater Act. Jurisdictional waters were identified within the individual
drainage sites and included jurisdictional wetlands, tributary waters
and other waters. Impacts and mitigation plans were also completed in
support of the permit applications.

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers verified
that jurisdictional delineation, and the planning and
permitting of the project are ongoing (2001). This project is
the extent and distribution of jurisdictional waters along an
approximately 7-mile stretch of the lower Guadalupe River.
These areas included identification of tidal and non-tidal
habitats within the jurisdictional waters under Section 10 and
Section 404 scheduled to be implemented in 2002.
